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A Commitment Service for Women’s Groups 

Prepared by the RENEW Network 

 

Seeking, Sharing, and Serving….Christ 

Purpose:  To prayerfully come before the throne of God and offer ourselves—our 

time, gifts, and service—to the Lord for the coming year, as a communion of 

sisters in Christ eager to shine our light into the world.   

Setting:  An altar table with the cross, the Bible (opened), a clock (representing 

our time), a basket (representing our gifts), and a globe/map plus a picture of 

women together and a picture of your church (representing our service).  Arrange 

chairs in a circle and provide each person with a copy of the service.  If 

commitment cards are used, make sure everyone has one with a pencil/pen. 

Leader can assign the three reading parts to others in the group if so desired. 

LEADER:  I want to welcome all of you to this commitment service this evening.  I 

hope this will be a time of spiritual renewal and encouragement for you both 

individually and collectively as we approach the throne of God with thanksgiving 

and praise.  We will come before our Savior and ask Him to guide us throughout 

this year as we seek to know Him more intimately, to share His love with those 

around us, and to serve Him in ways that will bring honor and glory to His 

kingdom. 

Let us begin with prayer.    

GROUP:   Dear Lord, thank you for this opportunity to come before you this 

evening. Many of us are tired, troubled, discouraged, and overwhelmed with the 

demands of the day and our daily lives.  Please calm our spirits, Lord;  remove the 

chains we dragged into this room tonight; free us from our worries and fears; 

cleanse us from any sin that separates us from you; and bring your Holy Spirit to 

this place—so we can sit in your presence, abide in your love, and be filled with 
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your grace and mercy.  We ask these things in the holy name of Jesus, our Lord.  

Amen. 

Commitment #1 

READER:   Lord, we commit to seek you daily with our whole hearts. 

In the morning….come up…Present yourself to me there on the top of the 

mountain.  Exodus 34:2 

 

Daily time with God is an essential discipline of the Christian life.  Variety exists 

about the when, where, and how faithful disciples manage this “task” in their 

faith journey.  It is amazing to hear the differences revealed concerning people’s 

“quiet time with the Lord”.   

Priscilla Shirer, noted Bible study teacher/author and mother of three youngsters, 

has said that her time with the Lord is sometimes spent in her bathroom, as it is 

usually the only quiet place in the house she won’t be bothered!  A Sunday school 

teacher recounted that he made a vow to the Lord when he became a believer 30 

years ago that he would never pick up a newspaper or read anything secular until 

he had first read the Bible and spent time in prayer and devotion.   
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Some women arise very early in order to start their day with the Lord.  John 

Wesley, Francis Asbury, and many other church leaders rose at 4:00 a.m. for their 

time of Bible study, devotion, and prayer. 

Time alone reading God’s Word, praying, or just being silent and still in the 

presence of Jesus are critical in building a solid relationship with Jesus Christ.  

Many Christians say that the morning is their favorite time to spend with the Lord.  

Some view it is an offering to Jesus of the first fruits of their day—a time set apart 

unto the Lord.  It can change your attitude and God can use you in miraculous 

ways because you have drunk from “the river of the water of life” (Rev. 22:1) and 

have eaten of “the living bread that came down from heaven” (John 6:51). 

If mornings do not work well for you, find the time that is best for you and your 

pattern of living. God will bless you for your obedience. 

GROUP:   Lord, I commit to grow in my relationship with you by setting apart a 

time daily to sit in your presence, to meditate on your Word, and to be in 

prayerful communion with you.  Help me to create a time and place that best 

suits my life and enable me to consecrate this commitment to you with my whole 

heart. Amen.

Commitment #2 

READER:  Lord, we commit to share our love and gifts with those around us. 

“Command them to do good, to be rich in good deeds, and to be generous and 

willing to share.  In this way they will lay up treasure for themselves as a firm 

foundation for the coming age, so that they may take hold of the life that is truly 

life.”   1Timothy 2: 18-19 
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God desires for us to “come down off the mountain” into the “foothills and 

valleys of life” that await us.  It is tempting to want to just stay in the presence of 

the Lord, yet we are called to live out His glory daily in the world through our 

attitudes and actions.  The power and glory of God, experienced on the mountain 

top, can only be fully realized in the foothills and valleys below. 

“Peace to you! As the Father has sent Me, I also send you.” John 20:21 

Women have a tremendous capacity to influence others.  It is a part of our DNA.  

The way we choose to use this gift can have dramatic effects on the lives of those 

around us.  Our families, neighbors, church, and community provide an ample 

supply of opportunities to be a vessel God can use.  Every one of us has been 

given gifts which may seem insignificant to us, but they are mighty tools to the 

Lord.  Surrender them to God and watch Him use them in remarkable ways. 

Amy Carmichael was only three and had already determined that blue eyes were 

better than brown.  Her mother said Jesus would answer her prayers, so she 

figures the deal was done when she prayed asking God to change the color of her 

eyes.  Yet, the next morning, she awoke with the same brown eyes and great 

disappointment.  Later in life, Amy’s thoughts shifted from the color of her eyes to 

the souls of the lost.   
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As a young woman, Amy set sail from Ireland to serve as a missionary in India.  

When she learned that young girls were being sold and used in Hindu temples, 

she went in disguise to rescue them and give them a home.  One day she realized 

something very important.  The color of her eyes had all been a part of God’s 

plan.  Had her eyes been blue, she would have stood out from the sea of brown 

eyes before her and her rescue operation would surely have been thwarted.

Each day is an opportunity to minister and be a source of light to 

those around us.  Perhaps there is someone in your church who is lonely, 

discouraged, or in need of a gentle hand.  Perhaps a family member needs your 

attention and care with a note of encouragement or a hug.  Ask Jesus to stir your 

heart to be a blessing to someone in your sphere of influence.  The opportunities 

are endless if we are connected with the source of joy and light—Jesus. 

GROUP:  Lord Jesus, I pledge to be a vessel of your love and joy and proclaim your 

Good News.  Please give me opportunities throughout my day to be a blessing to 

others.  Let the light of Christ illuminate me in such a way that others are drawn 

to you through me.  Keep me from being too busy or self-focused that I miss the 

“divine appointments” you have prepared for me today.  Thank you for blessing 

me by allowing me to be a blessing to others.  Amen.

Commitment #3 

READER:  Lord, we commit to serve your kingdom with our time, talents, and 

gifts in mission outreach to a lost and hurting world. 

“For though I am free from all men, I have made myself a slave to all, so that I 

may win more.”  1 Corinthians 9: 19

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This verse is a life verse for a young woman in Laos named Somchi.  Christians in 

Laos have been persecuted since communists seized control in 1975.  Somchi is 

the only Christian in her village, who along with her mother were baptized in 

2006.  (Her Mom has since died.)   Every Sunday, they would walk a mile to a 

house church in another village to worship God. Leaders in her village have 

mocked them, ransacked their home, and burned their Bibles.  

 Miraculously, the rains came and her Bible was not totally consumed.  The 

picture above shows her reading her burned Bible. Somchi asks people to pray for 

her life.  She says the villagers still hate and mock her “like they mocked Jesus on 

the cross.  It is the world’s right to hate us or love us.  But for me, I will follow 

Jesus because I read in the Bible what He says, that the world will hate you.” 

Stories like Somchi’s are commonplace around the world where Christians are 

persecuted, attacked, and even martyred in the name of Jesus.  These persecuted 

Christians stand firmly and bravely on the foundation of God’s Word as they live 

their daily lives faithfully amidst danger and threat of death.   

A wonderful ministry called The Voice of the Martyrs has been uplifting the lives 

of these persecuted saints for many years and providing support through 

resources, Bibles, prayer, radio broadcasts, and medical assistance.  By 
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subscribing to their free newsletter, you can learn stories about these brave souls 

and offer prayers on their behalf.  (www.persecution.com).   

The mission field is vast and people wonder how they can make a difference for 

Jesus in the world around them.  The opportunities are endless if you prayerfully 

seek the Lord’s guidance on where He would have you serve.  God has a mission 

waiting for you, your group, and your church. 

Your group might want to choose a missionary to support.  The Mission Society 

(www.themissionsociety.org ) is an excellent resource for connecting in ministry 

with persons “in the field”.  Someone in your group may have a connection with a 

local outreach ministry that needs your help.  Some churches divide their mission 

outreach focuses into local, national, and international missions, and each group 

takes one of these areas and spends the year in ministry to that particular 

mission. 

By pledging your mission dollars at this service, you are making a commitment to 

God that you will be actively engaged in mission outreach and involved in fulfilling 

the Great Commission to go into the entire world proclaiming the Good News of 

Jesus Christ.  It is our mandate and our responsibility as His disciples.  

Many nations around the world, even in the United States, are trying desperately 

to stop the spread of the Gospel.  They’re destroying Bibles, like Somchi’s, but 

they can’t destroy a Christian’s hunger for God’s Word.  God always provides a 

way for the faithful.  How awesome to be a part of this great kingdom work in the 

world. 

GROUP:  Lord, help us to serve your kingdom and proclaim you Good News to the 

ends of the earth.  Help us discern the mission field you would have us participate 

in and provide the opportunity for this revelation.  We humbly ask you to take our 

pledges today and make them a bountiful offering for your kingdom work.  Amen. 

LEADER: Let us all come forward and present our offerings of seeking, sharing, 

and serving Christ at the altar. (Soft music can be played during this time if so 

desired.) Please feel free to spend time in prayer.  (If you would like to sing a
